CONVENTION SITE

The Killeen Civic and Conference Center is a 64,000 square foot center featuring three large ballrooms adjoined seats 2000 auditorium, or 1000-banquet style.  Separately, Ballroom A and B seat 100 banquet style; 200 theater style each.  Ballroom C seats 750 banquet style and 1,400 theater style.  Ballroom A&B seats 200 banquet style; 400 theater style. Six smaller breakout rooms seat 40, and 75 if paired together.  The beautiful Special Events room seats 125-banquet style, with a circular wall of windows overlooking the courtyard, fountain, and Vive Les Arts Theatre.  A formal Executive Board room seats 25.  The facility is fully A.D.A. compliant, with ample restrooms with changing areas, loading dock and full kitchen.

TECHNOLOGY

· The center is equipped with Internet access in every room

CATERER

A list of over 20 caterers is available for meal service, representing a wide variety of menus from which to choose.  Alcoholic beverage service is also available on request.  Food may be prepared in a fully equipped kitchen.  No outside food or beverages may be brought into the facility.

PARKING

Parking for 1500 vehicles is available free of charge.

STORAGE

Meeting planners will enjoy a loading dock and ample storage place for supplies.


The Bureau is pleased to assist you with acquiring hotel rooms for your delegates.  Leads to all Killeen properties are sent out requesting bids. Information is provided to give hoteliers an accurate description of your conference needs. The site selection committee will receive all of the bids returned by area properties, and you may choose headquarters and/or over-flow hotels based on proximity to the meeting site, size of room block, rate, amenities, etc. 

This includes:

· Number of rooms requested by you to be held in a “block” under your meeting name.

· The “cut-off” date is usually a 2-3 week date in advance of your arrival.  At this date, rooms not booked will be released back into an open status, available to other parties.  This also protects you from paying for rooms not rented. Delegates must make reservations before the cut-off date in order to receive the “convention” rate. 

· Type(s) of rooms requested, such as King, Double, Quad, or Single and Smoking or Non-Smoking are available. A limited number of rooms are available for individuals with disabilities.  Be sure to reserve these early.

· Convention Rates may be given.  The room rental fees may be discounted for your group based on number of hotel rooms rented, type, length of event, catering, season, etc. Delegates should be informed that they must ask for the special convention rate when booking hotel rooms, in order to receive the special rate.

· Complimentary Rooms are commonly given on a room pickup ratio.  For example, every additional 25 rooms, one is free or after 50 pickups, a suite is given.  Hotels selected may provide complimentary rooms for the committee, so be sure to ask in advance before signing a contract.


AUTOMOBILE

Killeen is located near the geographic center of the state, within a three - hour drive of 80% of the state.  Delegates will find no hassle drive-in from IH-35, west on US 190 or SH 195.  Killeen is approximately one hour north of Austin, or three hours from Houston or Dallas.

AIRPORT

Killeen-Fort Hood Regional Airport (GRK) currently services 36 flights daily on American Eagle to DFW, and Continental to Houston. This new stat-of-the-art “Joint Use” facility, services both military and civilian passengers with regional jet service!  Skylark Field, formerly Killeen Municipal, offers service for private planes.  When reserving rental cars, be sure to specify which airport you will be arriving in.

MOTOR COACH

Arrow Trailways provides multiple departures and arrivals daily. Killeen has a full service maintenance center.  Group transportation is available when reserved in advance.

LIMOUSINE & CAB

Limo and Cab service is available locally 24 hours per day.

RECREATIONAL VEHICLES

R.V.s will find numerous sites on Lakes Belton and Still house and in private campgrounds.  A large full factory service center is available in nearby Belton with campground for vehicles in service or rallies.  The Conference Center has 20 connection sites available on-site!


DINING

Killeen is ethnically diverse, with over 40 languages and a variety of cuisines.  You will find numerous restaurants with everything from Fast Food to Fine Dining.  See our Restaurant guide.

LAKES

Lakes Belton and Stillhouse are two of the state’s cleanest lakes. Water lovers will enjoy boating, sailing, skiing, swimming, scuba, fishing, bird watching, and just relaxing.  Miller Springs Nature Center and Chalk Ridge Falls offer a pristine view with hiking and bird watching.

BLORA

Belton Lake Outdoor Recreation Area (BLORA) is located on the west side of the lake. It provides family fun year round, with picnicking, hiking, camping, horseback riding, and swimming, available at a nominal charge. A large water slide, concessions, R.V. sites, and meeting space are also available to visitors with military I.D.  From November to January, BLORA becomes a winter wonderland with hundreds of lighting displays sponsored by area merchants.

FUN

Whether you prefer a demolition derby at “Thunder Speedway” open during the summer, or Go-cart race and bumper cars, you will find plenty of family fun and excitement. Golfers will enjoy two great courses.  “Stonetree”, formerly Killeen Municipal, has eighteen challenging holes, pro shop and snack bar.  The “Courses of Clear Creek” are located on Fort Hood, and open to civilians.  It features rolling hills with 27 beautiful holes, pro shop, and fine dining.  Fort Hood has two military museums on post. 

TOURS/ ACTIVITIES

Our neighbors on the “Chisholm Trail” to the east- Belton and Salado are available to provide some exciting after hour activities and tours! 

“Hit the Trail” with literally hundreds of fine antique, specialty, and unique shops offering to provide after-hour events! Choose from fine dining at an historic Inn, quaint restaurants, or snacking and shopping at Salado’s Pace Park Annual Arts Festival.  You will enjoy a Texas-size scavenger hunt, searching for lost treasure, listening to great music, dancing at “Beau’s Barn,” or shopping until you drop! 

“Experience our History” at three unique museums.  Belton’s fine Bell County Museum, or Killeen’s 1st Cavalry and 4th Infantry Museums tell the story of the region including several prehistoric sites, famous citizens, two beautiful Corps of Engineer Lakes, and military mementos. Stop in the Visitors Center for access requirements.

“From Dinosaurs to Star Wars,” you will enjoy getting a first hand look at Fort Hood!  Be sure to say, “Thanks” to the 47,000 soldiers defending our freedom at Fort Hood, the world’s largest military installation.  You will be awed by the perfection and grace of the last remaining 1st Cavalry horse platoon, as they charge, shoot and jump in perfect control. Performances are scheduled in advance, but tours of the facility are open during weekdays. 

You will be sure to have a wide variety of memorable meals!  We can treat you to the delectable MREs (Meals Ready to Eat), or a “Mess Hall” cuisine shared with REAL soldiers!  Did you know the servers still recite their wonderful centuries old menu at the Stagecoach Inn? On the other hand, perhaps you would prefer a picnic and cruise, on beautiful Lake Belton on a hot summer day?  Do you like wine tasting?  Visit three different wineries within a one-hour drive.
